English 10 Personal Reference Book


Throughout the year, you will be working on a personal reference book to improve your writing, comprehension, and ability to analyze literature in depth.  It should reflect your individual motivation to overcome areas of English you need to improve upon as well as illustrate your willingness to monitor your own learning.  For example, if one of your weaknesses is writing sentence fragments instead of complete sentences, you will want to include that in your reference book.  You might write down an example of a fragment, and then re-write it correctly into a complete thought.   Your reference book will be marked near the end of each term.
Requirements:

1. Table of Contents
2. An entry for each month will include:
a. Word Bank (20 per month)
· words that are new to you and their definitions 
b. Punctuation/Grammar/Usage (at least one point per month)
· reminders about errors or rules you are unclear about
· examples
· completed practice questions

c. Literary Terms (one column per term)
· definitions of terms
· striking examples from your own reading and works we study in class
d. Quotes (10 per month)
· collect interesting quotations from works we study as well as from your independent readings
· explain their significance 

· remember to write down the source of the quote
*If you wish, personalize your reference book with clip art, stickers, etc.
