ACADEMIC HONESTY CONTRACT
Plagiarism, according to the American College Dictionary, is “copying or imitating the language, ideas and thoughts of another author, and passing off the same as one’s own original work.”  If the source is not officially acknowledged, it is plagiarism.  It is dishonest.

· Whenever students use any idea derived substantially and directly from a published work, from a fellow student, or from any other source, they must explicitly acknowledge the nature and extent of the indebtedness.

· Whenever students use three or more words, an original term, or a distinctive turn of phrase from a published work, from a fellow student, or any other source, they must enclose the borrowed element in quotation marks and explicitly acknowledge their indebtedness.

· Copying and pasting text from online media or website

· Transcribing text or simply modifying text from any printed material

· Replacing a few select words using a thesaurus

· Using a photograph, video or audio without permission or acknowledgement

· Using another student’s work and claiming it as one’s own, even with permission (collusion)

· Acquiring work from commercial sources

· Translation from one language to another (includes using electronic translators)

· Using work that was written for another class or another purpose without getting permission from both teachers

Any student found guilty of plagiarism will receive a zero for the work, with no opportunity to rewrite.
